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Q: Do you have plans for the use of the sinking fund?

A: The most immediate needs are the ventilation concerns in the upstairs of our middle school building and some roof-
ing at Jennings. Other areas that may be addressed are security doors and cameras for the district to help with the
overall safety of our school. Parking lots and sidewalks will also need to be taken care of over the next five years.

Q: How important is the sinking fund to Quincy Community Schools?

A [ can't reiterate enough the importance of getting our upcoming Sinking Fund Renewal Levy passed. This fund has
been critical to the District in maintaining our aging, but well kept buildings. If it weren't for the wonderful generosity
of our taxpayers in establishing and renewing this valuable tool, items paid from this fund would have had to have
come out of the District’s general fund.

Q: Why was our sinking fund in deficit for three years?

A Qur sinking fund has been in deficit for the last three years due to the Track Reconstruction Project. It has been
budgeted to get out of deficit during the current fiscal year. Local townships collect their own taxes through March
1st of each year and then turn the delinquent property taxes over to the County for collection. While not all of the
final township tax disbursements have been made, we have received enough revenue to get us out of this deficit.

: Why was sinking fund money used for the Track Reconstruction Project?
By using the sinking fund, it saved our taxpayers money by not asking for additional miliage in a bond issue and it
also saved the interest cost on a traditional bond issue. There had been structurat damage to the track over the
years and it needed to be addressed in a timely fashion. In this particular project, drainage concerns were also
addressed in conjunction with the Branch County Drain Commission.
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Q: |thought K-12 schools were getting some stimuius money from the government?
A: There are three major funding "pots” of money that will be distributed nationally. Two of the large pots are IDEA

(Special Education) and Title | programs, which must be used for those purposes and are very restrictive. The third

"pot’ is the state stabilization money that must be used to fund any shortfalls in the budget for K-12, higher
education, and community colleges. The shortfall in these areas keeps growing, so it's hard to judge how much, if
any, will be available for K-12 districts. As we project next year’s budget, it appears that there will be no additional
funding from the State and a continued decline in student count makes trimming our budget an unfortunate
necessity.

Q: Why are we losing students?

A Quincy Schools remains a “Choice School”, meaning we enroll more students than we lose from surrounding
school districts. This is a credit to the outstanding quality learning opportunities we offer our students and their
families. However, with the economic downturn, many of our families are leaving the state to find employment else
where and with State Aid tied directly to the number of students we enroll, the overall effect has been very
challenging to balance our budget.

All children entering Kindergarten must meet requirements set by the State Department of Education.
1. They must attain the age of 5 by December 1, 2009
2. PARENTS MUST SUBMIT A STATEMENT BY A PHYSICIAN OR HEALTH DEPARTMENT STATING
THAT THE STUDENT HAS BEEN IMMUNIZED AGAINST DISEASES ACCORDING TO THE SCHEDULE

UNLESS COMPLIANCE FORMS ARE SUBMITTED BY THE FIRST DAY OF ATTENDANCE, THE

3. Each child must have a vision test prior to enrollment.

MEETING THE COMPLETE REQUIREMENTS FOR KINDERGARTEN ATTENDANCE MAY WELL TAKE SIX
MONTHS: therefore, you should start getting your chiid ready for school attendance immediately!

A parent information meeting will be held on May 7, 2009 from 5:30-6:30 p.m. Childcare will be provided
during the meeting.

On May 13, 14, 15, we will have a vision and hearing technician at school for your convenience. On these days the
vision test and a hearing check will be given at nc cost to you. Also, at this time we will take care of enrollment
procedures and forms. Kindergarten teachers will be there to meet the children and administer the readiness screening.
This process will take approximately one hour for you and your child. Even if you get the vision test from your doctor it is
still necessary for you to come for registration.
